GUIDANCE AND TRAINING
Pro-Life Issues
Pro-life education, counseling, and training are acceptable Legion work with permission of their Pastor as legionaries are assigned in pairs working in a discreet distance of an abortion clinic, in county fairs, in a corner street, in schools, in homes, and anywhere else, if performed in conjunction with evangelization, never as public protest. The intimate nature of the legionary work must be safeguarded. All pro-life Legion work is simply part of evangelizing within and outside the church, and does not relieve legionaries of the overall responsibility of apostleship. Frank Duff stated, “It would be permissible and laudable to seek to contact women who are going into the abortion clinics and to try to convince them not proceed to that sin.”  The abortion clinic entrance must never be blocked by the presence of legionaries evangelizing. 
Legionaries are encouraged to have a book barrow with free Catholic literature, sacramentals, and pro-life materials to help educate all passersby on the teachings of the Catholic Church on the protection of life in all stages. “By direct personal and persevering contact with others, the legionaries endeavour to raise the spiritual level of the whole community. The work is done quietly, unobtrusively, delicately. It aims less at the direct suppressing of evils than at the permeation of the community with Catholic principles and Catholic feeling, so that the evils die of themselves through lack of soil favourable to them.” (HB, Ch. 39, section 8) 
Praying the rosary outside an abortion clinic or standing outside the highway is not Legion work. Prayer is good and powerful, but not an assigned work. The goal is evangelization. The praesidium must direct and assign in pairs legionaries who are to evangelize and not another organization.
Overarching Principles
1. The intimate nature of the legionary work must be safeguarded.
1. The zeal for fighting abortion should not eclipse the zeal for conversion.
1. All pro-life Legion work is simply part of evangelizing within and outside the church, and does not relieve legionaries of the overall responsibility of apostleship.
1. Advocating the moral teachings of the church (e.g., forbidding murder in all circumstances, to include euthanasia) does not substitute for bringing the true faith to those who do not have it, and growing the faith among those who do.
1. Legionaries represent the Blessed Virgin Mary and must imitate her gentle, kind demeanor.
